Procedures of Examination as to Substance (二)
Requirements Which Shall Be Satisfied by Description
    In accordance with provisions of Art.26.1 of the Patent Law, there shall be a description in an application for a patent for invention or utility model. In accordance with Rule 39 of the Regulations, the submission of the description to the Patent Office is one of the necessary conditions that determines the date of filing of an application for a patent for invention or utility model. 

    The description and its drawings are primarily used to clearly and completely disclose the invention or utility model, so as to enable a person skilled in the relevant field of technology to understand and carry it out. The description and its drawings are also used to support the claims and interpret the claims when determining the extent of protection of the patent for invention or utility model.

    Each part of the description shall be written in accordance with the provided manner and order. It shall use model terms, and sentences shall be clear.
1、 Clear

The contents of the description shall be clear. The application shall be in compliance with the following requirements:

⑴  The description shall, starting from the existing technologies, clearly indicate what the invention or utility model wants to do and how to realize it, to enable a person skilled in the relevant field of technology to explicitly understand the subject matter of the invention or utility model seeking protection. In other words, the description shall disclose the technical problem that the invention or utility model aims to settle and the technical solution adopted to resolve the problem; and state, with reference to the background art, the advantageous effect of the invention or utility model. Such technical problem, technical solution and advantageous effect shall be inter-adaptation and no circumstances of conflict or no relations. 

2  Accurate wording the description shall use the technical terms of the technical field involved by the invention or utility model. The wording of the description shall accurately indicate the technical contents of the invention or utility model without ambiguity or equivocating which may not enable a person skilled in the relevant field of technology to understand invention clearly and correctly.

2、 Complete

A complete description shall include the contents required by Rule 18 of the Regulations. Any technical contents required for understanding and reproducing the invention or utility model shall not be omitted.

A complete description shall include the following contents:

1  The indispensable contents for understanding the invention or utility model, such as the description of the relevant technologies and the explanation of the drawings where drawings are included.

2 The contents for determining whether or not the invention or utility model possesses novelty, inventiveness and practical applicability, such as the technical problem the invention or utility model aims to settle, the technical solution adopted to resolve the problem, and the advantageous effect of the invention or utility model.

3 The contents required for reproducing the invention or utility model,  such as the mode of processing the technical solution adopted to resolve the technical problem of the invention or utility model. Where the invention or utility model has overcome prejudice, the description shall make explanation as to why this invention or utility model is said to overcome the prejudice, the difference between the new technical solution and the prejudice, and the technical means adopted to overcome the prejudice.  A description shall indicate all relevant contents that a person skilled in the relevant field of technology cannot be obtained directly and solely from the existing technologies.

3、To Be Carried Out

   To be carried out by a person skilled in the relevant field of technology refers to the situation where a person can, without any creative work, reproduce the technical solution of the invention or utility model, resolve the technical problem and achieve the expected technical effects according to the contents of the description.

   The following circumstances are regarded as the situation that the inventions are unable to be carried out due to lacking of technical means to resolve the technical problem:

1 Only a task and/or an assumption is set forth in the description, or only a willingness and/or result is expressed in the description without any technical means to enable a person skilled in the relevant field of technology to carry it out;

2 Although the said means have been set forth in the description, for a person skilled in the relevant field of technology it is merely an ambiguous and vague solution which cannot be carried out according to the contents of the description. 

3 Although the said means have been set forth in the description, a person skilled in the relevant field of technology cannot resolve the relevant technical problem by adopting such means.

4 The subject matter of an application is a technical solution made of several technical measures, but one of them cannot be carried out by a person skilled in the relevant field of technology according to the description. 

5 Although the description sets forth the concrete technical solution, no experimental evidence is provided, and the relevant solution can only be established upon the conformation of the experimental result.

4、The description shall include the following:

⑴ Technical Field:

Specifying the technical field to which may be useful relates;

2  Background Art:

Indicating the background art which may be useful for understanding, searching or examining the invention or utility model; citing, where possible, the documents reflecting such art;

3  Contents of the Invention or Utility Model:

Stating the technical problem the invention or utility model aims to settle and the technical solution adopted to resolve the problem; and stating, with reference to the background art, the advantageous effect of the invention or utility model;

4  Indication of Figures:

Briefly describing the figures in each drawing, if any;

5  Mode for Carrying Out the Invention or Utility Model:

Describing in detail the preferred mode contemplated by the applicant for carrying out the invention or utility model in terms of examples, where appropriate, and with reference to the drawings, if any.
